On June 23, 1972, President Richard M. Nixon signed the Education Amendments of 1972 into law. Within 
the Education Amendments are 37 words known as Title IX.

“No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from 

participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any 

educational program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance.”

Over the past 50 years, Marietta College’s female athletes, coaches and teams have achieved amazing 
success. Looking back on Marietta College’s history of women’s athletics over the last half-century, it 
is imperative to recognize the substantial positive impact Title IX has made on our programs. It is also 
important to acknowledge that there is more work that needs to be done. We need your help to accomplish 
this.
