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Research Fellowship Application
The goal of the Student Research Fellowship Program is to encourage undergraduate student-faculty collaboration in investigative studies. Research Fellowships are designed to support students during the academic year so that they may work with a faculty member on a project of mutual interest. Student Research Fellowship recipients receive a taxable stipend of up to $1,000. The program is open to all undergraduate full-time students at Marietta College. Student application proposals will be evaluated on a competitive basis by members of the Honors & Investigative Studies Committee. While the quality of the projects is the most important criterion for funding, projects that have a strong chance of resulting in a publication, performance, or professional presentation will receive higher rankings by the Committee.

Awards

Up to three Research Fellowships of up to $1,000 each will be announced within two weeks after the application due date. The Fellowship is awarded in taxable hourly pay at $9.50 per hour.

· Open to undergraduate full-time students 

· Mentorship by a Marietta College faculty member who will fill out a Faculty Mentor Form*

· An electronic version of the Research Fellowship Proposal Application*

Goals and Expectations
The goals of the Research Fellowship Program in Investigative Studies are:
· To provide students with an opportunity to pursue their research and creative interests in a manner not found in a typical classroom setting.
· To promote intellectual curiosity and stimulate creativity in students in an academic discipline or between disciplines.
· To foster a sense of learning, sharing and commitment with a community of scholars.
The following are requirements for the Research Fellow: 

· Attend a meeting regarding Fellowship instructions and contract signing during the semester before the fellowship

· Complete the approved research project under the direction of his/her faculty adviser

· Attend regularly scheduled meetings with his/her faculty adviser 

· Complete timecards to be approved by the faculty adviser and Program Director every two weeks during the semester

· Present his/her research at All Scholars Day during the same or following academic year of the fellowship

· Perform program evaluation upon completion of the program

A. Introduction/Abstract 

*write this last (¼ - ½ page)

1. Highlights of background and methods

2. Usually ends with the broad research question

B. Background/Literature Review 

*write this second, but need to know before starting (¾ - 1 page)

1. Explain relevant background for the project starting with a broad general introduction of information and ending with the specific research question

· What is known in context of the field

· What is NOT known?

· How does your research help to address this gap in knowledge?

2. Usually uses at least five sources

C. Methods 

*Write this first (¾ - 1 page)

1. Explain protocols

2. Explain why you have chosen said experimental design

3. Use a logical flow in stepwise order

4. Describe anticipated outcomes
5. Describe plan for analyzing data
6. Consider including a timeline
D. Qualifications 
*Write this third (¼ - ½ page)

1. Relevant coursework

2. Previous experience, related work, training

3. Relevance of this project to future goals
